About the quality Reproductive Health Training Center:

Reproductive Health and Family Planning services has been planned and implemented by Health Post and Sub Health Post of Nepal government in all districts. Although due to lack of trained health providers, the Heath Post and Sub Health Post are not able to provide regular family planning and reproductive health services. A qualitative reproductive health services is still need to be reach in many rural area of Nepal. Therefore, Qualitative Reproductive Health Training Center is planning to provide quality training to the health providers which will developed a skilled trained health personnel for better achievement of family planning and reproductive health services.
